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Brady Knight Repeats As Titan Golf MVP

BLOOMINGTON, III. -- For the second season in a row and the third time in four years, Brady Knight has
been named the most valuable player for the lllinois Wesleyan University golf team.

Knight, a senior from Normal (U High) who was also the squad's MVP as a freshman in 1993,
averaged a team-low 79.1 strokes over 13 rounds and earned all-College Conference of Illinois and
Wisconsin honors with his sixth-place finish in the league meet.

Knight broke 80 eight times this spring and his low score for the year, also the team's low round,
was 73 in the Knox Prairie Fire Classic in Galesburg.

Sophomore Tom Cioni (Peoria, Notre Dame HS) was second on the team with am 82.9 average
in 11 rounds and junior Aaron Egbers (Bloomington HS) was third with an 83.4 average in 10 rounds.

With a 10th place finish, Egbers was also chosen as an all-CCIW player.
